Schultzkie's math class. Find the number of ways Mrs.
Schultzkie can select a team of 3 students from the class to
work on a group project. The team consists of 1 girl and 2
boys.

boy 12C2 girl 14C1

12 ·11 14
2·1 1

66 · 14
